Bookmarks rise from the 
pages of several books on 

my shelf.  Between Mac-

chia, McKnight, and Mul-

lins, I am pondering lots of 

things!!  Be careful what 

you pick up and read.  It 

might just make you think!! 
 

In my latest reading, Rich Mullins pondered word sa-

crament.  We consider a sacrament something we re-

ceive as a sign of Godôs grace and acceptance.  The 

Lordôs Supper and baptism are our sacraments. 

 

But Mullins learned that a sacrament was not originally 

something you received, but something you gave.  It 

came from the military term sacramentum, which was 

the oath of a soldier to stay at his post, obey his com-

mander, and carry out his mission.  By that definition, 

how many of our acts of worship might be considered 

sacraments? 

 

Mullins painted a picture of God as an uninhibited kee-

per of a sacrament.  God, in his love for us, fulfilled his 

sacrament in many tangible ways, ultimately through 

Jesusô death on the cross and the empty tomb, all dem-

onstrations of this uninhibited love. 

 

That last adjective is powerful ï uninhibited.  It matches 

up with words like unreserved, extravagant, unbridled, 

and excessive.  Does this describe the God we know? 

 

I believe we often control God by speaking of his order-

liness and preciseness in creation.  We act with reserve 

and order because we see God in that light.  Certainly 

his attention to detail is matchless, but that does not 

mean he doesnôt go over the top in his expressions of 

love. 

 

When we gather for worship this Sunday, we will be in 

the presence of an uninhibited, unreserved God, a God 

who loves us passionately and excessively.  How will 

you be prepared to meet Him?   

 

It is easy for me to speak to God without inhibition when 

I am alone.  I want to be as uninhibited when I am with 

my brothers and sisters.  I pray that we all will bring our 

whole, uninhibited being to God when we next engage 

in the sacrament of worship before the Lord.   

 

May the extravagant grace of our uninhibited Lord be 

with you this week as we prepare to enter the New 

Year!!
